The White House National Drug Control Policy Di-

rector, John Walters, today announced a new cam-

paign targeting young adult methamphetamine 
(meth) users. (September 2007)                                                      

According to the 2005 National Survey on Drug 

Use and Health, 10.4 million Americans age 12 and 

older have tried methamphetamine at least once in 

their lifetime. While teen meth use is down signifi-

cantly in recent years and past month use is less 
than one percent, young adults continue to use. In 

fact, among 18 to 25 year olds, there are nearly 

200,000 current meth users. The Anti -Meth Cam-

paign is directed toward 18 -34 year -olds, whose 

meth use tends to be higher and who are often key 
influencers of teens.  

Methamphetamine is an addictive stimulant drug 

that can be taken orally, injected, snorted, or 

smoked. Often called "speed" or "ice," meth is avail-

able as a crystal -like powdered substance or in 

large rock -like chunks. Meth users are prone to 
violence and neglectful behavior that can affect 

their children and neighbors. The chemicals used 

in meth production are flammable and highly toxic, 

posing a threat to both the environment and resi-

dents.
