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Senior Partner Info, Concerns and
Frequently Asked Questions.

1.	Partners is a non-profit agency that matches adult volunteers (Senior Partners) with youth, ages 6-17 (Junior Partners), for a one-to-one, year long relationship.

2.	Partners provides regular contacts, training and support.

3.	There are a number of youth waiting for a Senior Partner.  You will be matched
with a child that shares your interest, and has needs that compliment your 	strengths.  In fact, you participate in the selection process.

4.	Partners provides low or no cost activities for the partnerships to enjoy together.

5.	The youth involved in the Partners program are volunteers themselves, so they
	have indicated a willingness to spend time with you.

6.	Partners provides the opportunity for fun contact with other people, networking!

[bookmark: _GoBack]7.	“I don’t think I have enough time?”  3 hours a week. . .this is all that is required.  Over the last 20 plus years,  Partners has noted that Senior Partner’s spend about 70% of their time with their Junior Partner doing activities the Senior Partner would normally do and 30% of their time participating in activities organized by Partners.

8.	“I don’t think I can afford this?”  Being a Senior Partner does not mean being a 
	“sugar daddy.”  Partner’s offers a range of low cost or no cost activities that are
 fun and appropriate for all age groups in a safe environment.  We also have a list of Montrose County businesses that offer discounts to the partnerships.  Some of the best times you’ll have together will be just talking, working on a project at home, cooking dinner or playing a board game.

9.	“I’m not a counselor.  How can I help?”  Partners has experienced and professional staff that support and train you to become an effective and viable advocate in a young person’s life.  They support you with weekly contact and are with you each step of the partnership.  We simply ask that you be willing to be a friend.  Junior Partners are looking for you to show them that you care and are willing to spend some enjoyable time with them.
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
