New Homestead, New Jersey, began as an intentional
community built by the Roosevelt administration in
1934. Consisting of housing for two hundred families,
the project included a clothing factory and a commer-
cial farm. The intent was to market clothing and extra
produce to cities such as Newark and Trenton. Both
the factory and commercial farm failed, but the social
experiment was a success as the families remained.
Renamed Roosevelt on the death of the President, the
enclave has remained inhabited continually until to-
day, garnering a “Best Pl

with former residents highlighted the powerful sense of community which endured beyond the closing of
the commercial enterprises. Families raised their own food and supported others through a strong sense of
belonging and commitment to the welfare of others.
