Letter from a Friend
Dear Betsy,

As you know, my junior partner Daniel rode his bike in excess of 100 miles this week-
end accomplishing a goal set a few months ago. You were there as he took on the Part-
ners Challenge Fundraiser, which is a very difficult ride on mountain bikes. This ride
designed for adults (Daniel being the only youngster riding this year) begins on Cero
Summit goes past Silver Jack Reservoir, Up Owl Creek Pass (10,200 feet), down
through Ridgway and on up to Ouray. That's fifty-eight bone-jarring miles on day one
with over 5000 feet of vertical climbing. The forty-four miles on day two is a bit easier,
but still no "babies game" especially after being on a bike for nine hours the day before.

Two months ago I would not have given him a chance of finishing this ride, but
through hard training both physically and mentally he prepared himself for the chal-
lenge. There were moments of great difficulty as body parts became very sore and tired,
but he never asked to be picked up by the SAG wagons as he continued to always push
forward.

I am very proud of Daniel for accomplishing this formidable task with such courage
and conviction. Watching Daniel this weekend was a joy, and an experience I will not
forget.

Thanks for your exceptional work with the Partners program; we can only hope the
"kids" get as much from the program as the adults.
